SERMON: “Jesus in the midst!”

TEXT: Daniel 3:20—Shadrach, Meshach and Abed-Nego were accompanied by a fourth in the fiery
furnace; ane ke the Son of fiod "Many believe the fourth was Jesus, if so, He was in the midst of
the fiery furnace with them; He was literally with them in the worst of their trial. Jesus has prom-

ised us the same (i.e., in our midst). Cf. Matt. 28:20; Heb. 13:5.

Introduction: The word "midst” comes from the word "middle.” It is vital that Jesus is in the
midst of our life, not on the outside or the left or right, but the focus, center or nucleus.

Scriptures: Read—Exodus 8:2Z; Deuteronomy 23:14; Jeremiah 14:3; Daniel 3:25; Matthew 18:20;
John 19:18 and John 20:26.

Proposition: What can we learn & how can we be comforted when “Jesus is in the midst"?

. Jesus was in the midst of the Doctors & Lawyers (Luke 2:46): Hearing. Jesus was 12 years
old and all were astonished at His understanding and answers.

2. Jesus was in the midst of the Disciples (John 20:19-29): Lamforting. The resurrected Savior
appeared to the disciples confirming His promises and teaching.

3. Jesus was in the midst of the Assembly (Matthew 18:20): Gathering. Jesus' presence pro-
vides confidence and confirms accountability.

4. Jesus was in the midst of the Churches (Revelation I:13): Judging. It we want to be a Christ
centered Church, we must live Christ centered lives.

3. Jesus was in the midst of the Church (Hebrews 2:12): Simgimg. The Lord deserves all the
praise, honor and glory we can give. Consider how much the Lord has done for us!

B. Jesus was in the midst of those Crucified (John 13:18): Suffering. Jesus died a death He did
not deserve; He paid a price He did not owe. Jesus Paid it Al

1. Jesus is in the midst of the Throne (Rev. 5:6): Aeigming. He is the Head of the Church (Eph.
0:23), King of the Kingdom (Jhn 18:36) & Lord of all (Phil. Z:11).

Conclusion: “Jesus in the midst” will effect every area of your life. Jesus will make you accounta-
ble, dutiful, hopetul and responsible. /s Jesus in the midst of your life?

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Why We Should Fear God!

, Ecclesiastes is a book about outlook. The plot of “#he Preach-
" or” reveals the depression that inevitably results from seeking
m happiness in worldly possessions. This book gives Christians a
chance to see the world through the eyes of a person who,
though very wise, was trying to find meaning in impermanent, human things.
Most every form of worldly desire is explored by the Preacher and none of it
gave him a sense of meaning. In 3:14, the Preacher focuses on God and the rea-
son man should revere | “fear”] Him. Fearing God “under the sun” includes...

1. GOD’S ACTIONS ARE PERMANENT (‘% shall be forever”). Things that are
done by God are final. The granite peak that is being carved into a monu-
ment to Crazy Horse, the famous Sioux Indian chief, can never be undone.
The dynamite blasts that carve away rock cannot never be replaced. It is fi-
nal; it is forever. God, according to Malachi 3:6, is permanent: “For I am the
Lord, I do not change.” James identifies the consistency and stability of God in
1:17, His giving of good and perfect gifts will never vary or change.

2. GOD’S ACTIONS ARE EFFECTIVE AND COMPLETE (‘“%othing can be added to
t"). God’s word penetrates the heart and molds the soul. He chose us before
the foundation of the world to be holy and blameless before Him (Eph. 1:4).
His Holy character provides the prime example for transformation and
change. Those in fellowship with the Father are blessed with His illuminating
light and Jesus’ cleansing blood. Neither will ascend in greatest because both
embody perfection.

3. GOD’S ACTIONS ARE TOTALLY SECURE (‘%othing taken from it”). God pos-
sesses all good qualities and does not lack any, nor does He have any quali-
ties that are not good (Ps. 18:30; Matt. 5:48). He is independent, unchangea-
ble, eternal and omnipresent. He exists as a spiritual being, having no form
or dimensions, and is omniscient, wise, truthful, faithful, good, loving, merci-
tul, graceful, patient, holy, at peace, righteous and just, jealous for His own
honor, wrathful towards sin, perfect in every way, beautiful beyond compre-
hension, and is glorified through the revelation of Himself. He lacks nothing
and from Him nothing can or will be subtracted.

Conclusion: True wisdom comes only from understanding who God is and that

He is holy, just, and righteous. Solomon said, “Ie fear of the LORD is the beginning

of knowledge” (Proverbs 1:7). -Mark N. Posey

Con: David cried out to the Lord and he

was heard and helped!

SERMON: "Take Ye Away the Stone"

SCRIPTURE: John 11:39

1. Why Did Jesus Require Them to Re-
move the Stone? - He could have
raised Lazarus without it being taken
away. There is a human side and di-
vine side in the matter of our salvation
(John 3:16; Rom. 5:8; Acts 2:40; Acts
2:38).

2. The Significance Attached to the
Stone's Removal - Obstacles that had
to be removed before Christ would do
His work: Same with salvation - Igno-
rance, prejudice, self-esteem, all things
not in harmony with God's will.

3. The Divine and Human Parts in the
Plan of Salvation - Romans 5:6-8.
Christ raised Lazarus from the dead;
Lazarus could not do it! We must re-
move every obstacle.

CON: What obstacles need removing

from our lives today? - Russ Vickers
